A
unique dual-grommet design accommodates both 96"
and 102" trailer widths.

Moisture-resistant polyester construction reduces
the chance of dirt and grime becoming embedded in
the webbing. This keeps the cords from turning brittle
and abrasive over time. Durable stretch membrane is
integrated throughout the webbing, so it won't bunch
up on one side of the trailer. The flat profile of the
cords holds contact with the tarp, for better wear and

What has changed? Worth noting is the change to
aluminum grommets from those previously made from
brass. The aluminum construction of the grommet and
bushing helps to prevent corrosion, upping the resist-
ance factor, and also better matches the mounting
screw in color than the brass grommets did.
